Jeff and Cindy Conine
are local heroes for sick
kids. Jeff is our own
Florida Marlins baseball

hero who, with his wife Cindy, has made
hospitalized children one of their favorite charities.

starting left fielder in the franchise’s first game in
1993. As a Marlin, he won two World Series titles
and was the only player to earn MVP honors at an
All-Star Game, which he did in 1995. After a stellar
career with six major league teams, Jeff signed a
one-day contract with the Florida Marlins this year
so that he could retire with his team on opening
day. Jeff and Cindy have long-supported Joe
DiMaggio Children’s Hospital and have led
fundraising efforts, including the Conine All-Star
Golf Classic, which has raised millions of dollars
for sick kids. In 2003, the hospital’s former Visitors
Clubhouse was renamed the “Conine Clubhouse”
in honor of Jeff and Cindy. Cindy is a Board
Member of the Diamond Angels, in addition to her
leadership role with the Conine Classic. The
Conines support other local charities including Kids
in Distress and Make-a-Wish Foundation.

Memorial Regional and
Joe DiMaggio Children’s
Hospital Auxiliary
The Memorial Regional and Joe DiMaggio
Children’s Hospital Auxiliary gives their “helping
hands and caring hearts” to a variety of activities that
include patient and hospital support, fundraising and
community outreach. In addition to being the basis
for all volunteer activities, the Auxiliary has raised
more than $6 million since its inception. Funds they
have raised include: $4 million for the Esther
Grossman Women’s Center; $250,000 for a new
mammography van; $250,000 for renovations of the
6th and 8th floor nursing stations; $100,000 for the
Adolescent Psychiatric Unit; and $50,000 for a Bone
Density Machine. Nearly 425 active volunteers donate
an estimated six hours a week or about 132,600 hours
per year. In dollars, that amounts to nearly $1.9
million annually. The care they provide includes:
operating refreshment carts for families and visitors;
delivering newspapers to patients; visiting patients;
running the pet therapy program; volunteering in the
Cancer Center and Emergency Department, and
helping with hospital mailings.

As I complete my first year as Chairman of the
Board, I am pleased to announce a stellar year in
giving at the Foundations.

While every healthcare program is important, the
Foundations continue to focus fundraising efforts on
the Capital Campaign for the new Joe DiMaggio

million goal has been raised to date. During the last
year alone, new commitments to the Campaign
neared $9 million.

NICU is being
expanded and renovated to include 23 private patient
rooms, upgraded technological systems and a multi-
purpose room for educational classes. Expansion will
ease the burden of an already-overcrowded unit,
where privacy for patients and families is essential.

Our success only happens with an
outstanding Board of Directors, staff and most of all
our donors. With the number of uninsured patients
increasing at an alarming rate and decreasing tax
revenue, philanthropy will play an even more vital
role in supporting the healthcare programs and
services our community requires.

Katie Masi Helps Others in Need

Katie has been an outstanding fundraiser and
community volunteer since 1996 and the Love
Jen Fund of Joe DiMaggio Children’s Hospital
Foundation has been a beneficiary. Whether
raising funds, recruiting volunteers, or stuffing
envelopes, Katie has always taken an active role
in helping others in need.

Katie grew up in an environment where
volunteerism and philanthropy are core values.
Her oldest sister, Jennifer died when Katie was
four months old and her family established the
Love Jen Fund to help families of children
diagnosed with cancer.

As president of the Love Jen Club, Katie runs
weekly meetings, meets with the staff at Joe
DiMaggio Children’s Hospital and Gilda’s Club
to craft an annual volunteer agenda, develops
and implements a variety of fund raising ideas,
and recruits and organizes volunteers for each
project. When Katie became president of the
high school Love Jen Club, her goal was to
expand the focus of the club from primarily
fund raising to year round volunteer projects.

Other accomplishments Katie has achieved
include raising more than $5,000 for the Love
Jen Fund, to assist families of children
undergoing treatment for cancer and
organizing student volunteers at several Love
Jen events. For her outstanding community
service, Katie was one of the top ten finalists
for the 2008 Power of Youth Service Awards,
sponsored by S.H.A.P.E. (Students Helping
Achieve Philanthropic Excellence).

Daniella’s Journey Inspires Others
Daniella was a kind,
vivacious and happy
nine year old with a
splendid smile. In
2004, she was
diagnosed with
osteosarcoma, a rare
and aggressive form of
bone cancer. The next
15 months following
her diagnosis were
spent in and out of the

hospital; but even so, Daniella never lost her smile.

Throughout her treatment, she showed a resolve
and a commitment far beyond her years. At age nine,
while in the midst of her treatment, she became a
fundraiser for others in need. She made and sold
bracelets, and her efforts raised $4,000 for the Love
Jen Fund and the Breast Cancer Center at Memorial
Regional Hospital. Her smile graced the covers of
promotional material for the hospital, she spoke at
benefits, made a television commercial, and gave
interviews on their behalf. In May 2007 Joe DiMaggio
Children's Hospital Foundation nominated her for
the Youth Philanthropist of the Year Award.

Daniella taught us to believe in the strength and
power of love, understood the healing powers of a
smile, and always cared for others. To continue her
legacy of giving, Daniella's Journey at Joe DiMaggio
Children's Hospital Foundation has been established
in her memory.

On May 18, Daniella’s Journey by the Sea 5K
Run/Walk hosted nearly 1,000 runners. The event
raised $95,000, which benefited Joe DiMaggio
Children’s Hospital Foundation. Plans are underway
to construct Daniella’s Atrium in the new hospital,
which is expected to break ground in early 2009.

Oncology services,
mammography and breast ultrasound are available at
Memorial Regional Hospital, Memorial Regional
Hospital South, Memorial Hospital West and Memorial
Hospital Miramar. An Image Recovery Center, located
at Memorial Hospital West, helps prepare patients for
the appearance changes expected as a result of
chemotherapy, radiation therapy or surgery.

Digital mammography images have been
proven to be more effective in detecting breast
cancer than standard film imaging. Now,

thanks to the fundraising efforts of the Memorial
Regional Hospital Auxiliary, more patients will have
access to digital mammography through a new
mammography van. The 40-foot vehicle, which
features state-of-the-art technology, will hit the road
in June, visiting neighborhoods in some of South
Broward’s least affluent areas to encourage people to
be tested and treated for breast cancer.
